[bookmark: _GoBack]Law on Prohibition of Discrimination (2009) stipulates establishing an official mechanism to monitor discrimination cases. Since has not established yet, Open Society Fund BiH (OSF BiH) in partnership with Prava za sve, Centar za ljudska prava of University of Mostar, Forum građana Tuzle, Vaša prava, Analitika and Media centar established independent system for collecting and documenting on individual cases of discrimination; reporting on discrimination trends as a base for advocacy towards enhancing government accountability and anti-discrimination protection; raising CSO paralegal capacities and undertaking legal literacy of CSO particularly, organizations representing marginalized or community groups; providing free legal aid in strategic litigation cases; This year Antidiscrimination program has component of researching institutional responses on discrimination against their beneficiaries. This Program has other interlinked components including media and informative campaign, as well as development of strategic policy documents.
